The Shelby County Commissioners met on Tuesday April 9, 2024, at 8:00 a.m., present were 
Commissioners, Nigh, Parker, Abel, and County Auditor. 

MINUTES: 

Motion to approve April 1, 2024, minutes was made by Abel, seconded by Parker, approved 2-0-
1 (Nigh). 

UTILITY REQUEST: 

NineStar is requesting fiber-optics to install fiber-optic at 9214 King Street, Gwynneville.  
Motion to approve was made by Abel, seconded by Nigh, approved 3-0. 

SHERIFF: 

Sheriff Koch presented the Commissioners with a contract with Schneider Electric for the 
HVAC & Boiler maintenance for 2024 in the amount of $14, 127.00.  Motion to approve was 
made by Nigh, seconded by Abel, approved 3-0. 

HIGHWAY: 

Anderson advised the Commissioners he received four quotes to replace his vehicle, they were 
from Bradley Chevrolet $59,695.00, Hubler Chevrolet in Greenwood $58,100.00, Sandman 
Brothers $48,742.00, and Montrose $52,500.00 Anderson said the only quote that was apples to 
apples was Hubler Chevrolet in Greenwood at $58,100.00.  Motion to approve Hubler Chevrolet 
in Greenwood was made by Nigh, seconded by Abel, approved 3-0.
