They will be working with the County on trying to get the county hooked up with 
broadband in the parts of the county that do not have broadband.  They are currently working 
with Hamilton, Carroll & Warren Counties.  They will be helping the county capture State and 
Federal Grants that are out there to help with this process.  They advised the State will be the one 
distributing the grant money and they will be looking at communities that are ready.  They want 
us to be ready so Shelby County can get the grant money.  Their  fee will be 6 months in the 
amount of $30,000.00 and to do the RFP is an additional $10,000.00.  Motion to approve the 
letter of engagement and the RFP totaling $40,000.00 to be paid out of EDIT was made by Abel, 
seconded by Nigh, approved 3-0
